For the title, use a nice font that matches your topic, size 20 - 28.  For the rest of the document, use size 14 - 18, font of your choice, but make sure it is readable.   For the letter “X” you can be creative with your spelling (please see example below)!

Change page margins to 0.5" on all sides, and do not allow any entry to be more than one line of type. 

Add an appropriate graphic to the bottom right hand corner. Be creative!!!
